1. SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles which,
in the Association's opinion, have been properly prepared within reasonable limits of materiality. Significant
accounting policies are described below.

a) Revenue recognition

The CTCPA follows the deferral method of accounting for contributions. Restricted confributions are
recognized as revenue in the year in which the related expenses are incurred. Unrestricted contributions are
recognized as revenue when received or receivable if the amount to be received can be reasonably estimated
and collection is reasonable assured. Endowment contributions are recognized as direct increases in net

assets.
b} Donated services

The work of CTCPA 1s dependent on the voluntary services of many members. The value of donated services
15 not recognized in these statements.

¢) Capital Assets

Capital assets are recorded at cost. Depreciation and amortization are provided annually at rates calculated
to write-off the assets over their estimated useful lives as follows:

Office furniture and equipment 10% straight line
Computer hardware 12% straight line
Computer software 100% straight line
